In the small town Židlochovice near Brno in neighbourhood 

of an local castle`s park has grown new passive terrace 

houses. The houses are built as a continuance of successful 

I. part development finished in 2006.  

The house is designed as two-storied with pitched roof, 

where all the space is used perfectly. The houses are little 

bigger compared to the previous period. Construction of a 

house is massive, built of aeroconcrete insulated with 

polystyrol, with massive concrete ceilings, base slab and 

roof. This construction helps the house get the thermal 

stability, where also in a summer heats the houses are 

comfortable with the temperatures under 25 °C.
